When the Call 

Comes in:

Å911 Center actives FD Siren and Pagers

ÅChiefs report to the scene

ÅMembers report to the Fire House for apparatus

ÅApparatus respond to the scene based on type of call and 

department response protocol

ÅChiefs assess the situation make additional requests or 

hold units as needed

ÅAfter the call units are returned to station 

ÅEquipment is restored to a ready condition

ÅMembers are debriefed, reports prepared

ÅMembers are released



Common Questions/Answers

Q. Is the Fire House manned 24 hours a 

day?

A. No. We are 100% volunteer. Members 

are at the fire house for fire calls, training, 

work details, drills, and special events.

Note: We do encourage members to use FD 

exercise equipment, relax in our Firefighters 

room and use computer based training aids.

Every minute the Fire House is manned is a 

quicker response for our Clients (You).



Common Questions/Answers

Q. Are the members paid for their time?

A. No. The District does have a service 

award program and members do receive a 

small tax break for their services.

Note: Please stop by the Fire House to find out 

more about the benefits of being a volunteer 

Firefighter.



Common Questions/Answers

Q. What if a Chief doesnôt show up?

A. The senior Officer or Firefighter will 

assume command. The acting commander 

will have authority to direct response 

efforts and call for assistance if needed. 



Common Questions/Answers

Q. How will response change with a second 

station?

A.Members would respond to the closest 

station. The basic response will be the 

same from then on. Both stations will 

respond simultaneously. We will still 

remain one District.

Note: The shorter response time to the station 

means quicker response to the scene. 



Why a Second Station

ÅCall Volume of 21% and Growing in South/East 
Section of our District.

ÅResidents paying high costs for insurance due to 
the distance from the Fire Dept.

ÅProvide response from both sides of the railroad 
and Northway.

ÅThe concept of a second station is not new. The 
debate has gone on for over 25 years. 

Note: In that time no new land has been 
created and prices have only gone up.



Call Statistics

ÅCall Volume

1998-166,  2003-304,  2008-409 

Å2003-Present (8.5 Years)

20% of all calls at locations closer to the 

proposed station.

Å2007-Present (2.5 Years)

21% of all calls closer to the proposed station.

Note: Demographics indicate a shift to that portion 

of our District.
